The author of the PhD dissertation, Maja
Basotova, is a graduated classical philologist, MA
in archaeology. Her PhD dissertation was written
under the mentorship of Professor Bojan Duri¢, PhD
and co-mentorship of Professor Walter Prochaska,
PhD and defended in front of a Committee, the
members of which were also docent Andrej Gaspari,
PhD, and Professor Irena Lazar, PhD from the
University in Ljubljana. This work is a distinct
research essay with a complex approach towards
this topic in Macedonia.

As an extraordinary expert of the classical
languages - Latin and old Greek, after long years
of studying of the ancient epigraph monuments in
the area of the Republic of Macedonia, in her PhD
dissertation, Basotova draws her attention to the
findings of the Skopje and Kumanovo area, while
studying the writings, the decoration, as well as the
material of the sepulchral monuments, which led
at the same time towards searching the quarries
of this region that were active during the period of
Antiquity.

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This dissertation is consisted of an
introduction, nine chapters with various
subchapters, conclusion, list of figures, references,
summary in Slovenian and English, as well as rich
illustrative materials depicting sarcophaguses,
sepulchral stelae and arae, found in the Skopje-
Kumanovo region, fully or partially preserved.

In the introductory part, the author exposes
and defines the subject of research, the aim of
which is analysis of the material foundations of
the lapidary production in the area of Scupi and
the region of Kumanovo, in the period since the
beginnings of this activity until the beginning of
the 4 century. She directs us towards the previous
acts that refer to the foreseen corps of monuments
and the character of past research, as well as the
methodological approach, which is specific and can
be classified in the field of so-called stone studies that
connect geologists and archaeologists in the course
of exploring ancient monuments, while applying the
old, but at the same time introducing new methods
of research.

In the first chapter entitled Used Stone and
Its Potential Sources, Maja Basotova speaks of the
use of stone and the potential quarries, as a source
of the necessary material for manufacture of the
sepulchral monuments, as well as the geological
context of the researched space. Furthermore,
the author presents the previous works of the
archaeological and geological literature referring
to the types of used stone, the potential quarries,
areas and the description of the Roman quarries in
the researched area.

The second chapter is entitled Results of the
Geological Analyses of the Stone Samples. The process
of defining the character, the chemical composition
of the used stone blocks and their connection with
the source quarries took specific and more studious
geological analyses that directed Maja Basotova
towards the research centres of Austria. In this
chapter she presented the results of the geological
analyses of the taken samples of quarries in the
Skopje and Kumanovo valley and the discovered
monuments of Scupi and the Kumanovo region.
The author of the work presented more thoroughly

the chemical analyses of the marble samples, the
marble groups; furthermore, she presented the
diagrams obtained as a result of the stable isotopic
analysis, as well as the diagrams resulting from
the multivariate analyses. At the same time, she
presented the results from the analyses of the
other types of stone, such as travertine, Neogenic
limestone and andesitic tuff.

The third chapter entitled as Products from
Hydro-Thermal Recrystallized Limestone - Travertine,
discusses the possible Roman quarries containing
this type of stone in the Skopje and Kumanovo area,
the prevalence of this type of stone, as well as the
time of its use, through dating of the travertine
monuments. Maja Basotova pays attention to
the specifics and the structure of the stellae
manufactured of this material - their formal and
modular analysis, the decorating elements of the
sepulchral stellae, the sarcophaguses/osteotheques
and their formal analysis.

In the fourth chapter entitled Products
of Neogenic Limestone, the author discusses the
products of Neogenic limestone, the potential
quarries around Scupi containing this type of stone
that were active in the Roman period at this area,
their distribution and the temporal presence, the
specifics, the structure, the modular analysis,
the decoration and the meaning of the sepulchral
stellae found in Scupi. In her research, Basotova
studied at the same time the existence of the
possible workshops that were engaged in chiseling
and modelling of the stone.

The fifth chapter entitled Marble Products:
Products from the Group of Thasos marble, Products
from the Group of Marble characterized from Vuksan,
Products from the Group of Marble from Govrlevo -
Dracevitsa, Basotova elaborates on the monuments
made of marble imported from Thasos, the presence
of this marble in Scupi, the period of its intense
use, furthermore, she makes formal and modular
analysis and points us towards the characteristics,
as well as towards the stylish and decoration
manufacture of stelae. Next come the monuments
of marble specific for the quarry of Vuksan in the
area of Kumanovo, as well as a group of monuments

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with similar characteristics of the Vuksan ones
that are present in the Skopje region. Other than
the distribution, the chronological presence, the
characteristics and the structure of the stellae, the
author paid due attention to the ornaments of these
sepulchral monuments. In this chapter, Basotova
continued to elaborate on the marble monuments
placed in the Govrlevo - Dracevitsa group, searching
for the source quarries, the geographical scope of
use of this marble and the temporal presence. She
comprehensively analysed the sepulchral stellae
of this material with all their peculiarities and
specifics.

The sixth chapter entitled as Products of
Andesitic Tuff refers to the Kumanovo region,
the formal and modular analysis, the specifics of
the stellae of this type of stone at this area, their
analysis, prevalence, period of use and decoration.

The seventh chapter entitled as Typology
of Stellae refers to classification of the stellae of
various types of stone into three basic types with
their subtypes.

In the eight chapter entitled Production
and Production Cycles, Maja Basotova describes
the Roman manner of production of sepulchral
monuments and its two stages, with the additional
formation in Scupi and the Kumanovo region
as the result of the production cycle. She goes
into detail on the local production of sepulchral
monuments of Neogenic limestone, tuff, marble and
travertine, as well as on the imported monuments
of Thasos marble manufactured in the workshops
in Thessaloniki and the possible Thasos workshop
in Scupi.

The ninth chapter Orderers and Buyers
refers to the orderers of special types of sepulchral
monuments, including the material, types of
researched monuments of Scupi and the Kumanovo
region, depending on the social status of the
orderers, i.e. their belonging to the middle and high
class in the Roman province society.

In the conclusion, the author summed up
the results of all analyses, necessary for throwing a
light to the lapidary activity in the region and points
out to possible directions for research in the future

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that might come out of her results so far.

The wide catalogue of monuments of this
region entails the discovered sarcophaguses,
ostheoteques, stellae, slabs and arae, fully or
partially preserved, some of which have already
been published, and others are being considered for
the first time. The catalogue of monuments contains
all the basic data and the precisely structured
descriptions that were previously only partially or
not at all presented in the publications so far.

Maja Basotova managed to identify the
sources of the monument material, paying special
attention to all details, follow their use in the period
back to the 4 century in the Skopje-Kumanovo region
and beyond and point out to the value and meaning
of these findings in the reconstruction of life in
the Roman period, the activities of the population,
the nature of society, the political and economic
occasions in this part of the Roman Empire.

This work, as a unique such paper with such
a complex approach towards the research of the
archaeological fundus of sepulchral monuments is
both a challenge and an introduction into further
research of the numerous findings of this type that
appear on a daily basis in the sites in Republic of
Macedonia.
