As an essential part
of culture as a whole, cultural heritage contains
visible and tangible traces form human creativity
developed in a form recognizable by the chronologi-
cal period of its origination-from the earliest stages
of pre-historic times up to the era of contemporary
creativity.

The concept of cultural heritage, developed
as a result of complex historical processes, is con-
stantly evolving due to the fact that it is based on
historically changing value systems. These values
are affiliated to different types of legacies recog-
nized by different groups of peoples. The ideas de-
veloped and accepted by these different groups cre-
ate various categories of cultural heritage defined
as national, regional, world heritage, etc. Since
these ideas represent identities in terms of cultural
products and cultural surroundings, connection to
the cultural heritage and its significance creates a
sense of community. At the same time, the selection
of which objects, monuments or cultural environ-
ments are preserved sets the future trajectory for
various cultural narratives about both the past and
future perceptions. Therefore, the research of the
cultural legacies is essential in terms of creating
sustainable and reliable sources for maintaining of
present and future dialogue between the illumina-
tive sphere of creativity and the solid horizon of
its adequate interpretation. In that regard, great
number of books have been published aiming at
disclosure of the many different aspects of cultural
heritage, some of them, by all means, with antho-
logical contribution to the investigation of the is-
sues related to the great attainments of creative
humanity.

nary academics should join their intellectual forces
to produce a remarkable publication by giving their
own distinctive professional contribution as a part
of a joint project of their Alma Mater - the Faculty
of Philosophy in Skopje.

In that regard, last in the line of significant
educational and scientific, publications produced
by the Faculty of Philosophy, which has a long-term
and highly successful publishing activity, the book
entitled “Skopje. Eight Millenia of Life, Culture
and Creation”, a work authorized by four professors
who are also very distinguished authorities in the
sphere of cultural heritage: Dragi Mitrevski, Viktor
Lilcic Adams, Elica Maneva and Elizabeta Dimitrova
represents a comprehensive, complex and monu-
mental monograph on the cultural history of Mace-
donian metropolis from pre-historic times until the
end of the medieval epoch. The book encompasses
altogether 612 pages of text, more than a thousand
illustrative components in a form of photographs,
maps, drawings, technical documentation and air-
born footages, while enclosing the latest results of
the investigations of all four authors - historical
data, cultural factography, archeological analyses,
chronological orientations, typological research,
stylistic and aesthetic valorizations etc.

In that context, professors Dragi Mitrevski,
the highest authority in the domain of pre-historic
and proto-historic archeology, Viktor Lilcic Adams -
the leading expert in the investigation of Antiquity,
Elica Maneva, medieval studies specialist, particu-
larly in the sphere of archeological legacy and Eliza-
beta Dimitrova - renowned byzantine scholar in the
field of painterly production, united their intellec-
tual resources, scientific capacities and creative en-
ergy in a single academic enterprise - to produce a
representative monograph dedicated to the cultural
heritage of Skopje, encompassing the chronological
spectrum from the earliest traces of material cul-
ture originating in the Neolithic era up to the mas-
ter-pieces of the byzantine painterly production.

detailed with scholarly methodology and scientific
respect. Being the first of that kind in the history
of social studies and humanities, the book entitled
“Skopje. Eight Millenia of Life, Culture and Crea-
tion” is vividly composed in terms of its contents,
picturesquely designed in terms of its visual constel-
lation and impressively structured in terms of its
scholarly significance, which are the main qualities
of this edition as a pioneer project with a long-term
significance and crucial impact over the scientific,
as well as wider community of reading consumers.

In that regard, professor Dragi Mitrevski in
his own input to the monographic edition dedicated
to the pre-historic era, a chapter entitled The Sur-
roundings of Skopje in Pre-history and Early Antiquity,
presents the chronological stratigraphy and typol-
ogy of the Pre-historic times in the aria of Skopje,
situates the Neolithic settlements and their compo-
sure, defines their character, describes the ways of
family habitation, determines the specific forms of
material culture, as well as the most significant ar-
cheological findings from the spheres of craftsman-
ship and artistic production. Furthermore, Dragi
Mitrevski, as an author of the first chapter, detects
the demographic changes and the emergence of
the new cultural elements of the Enerolithic era
through the main development points of the Skopje
area, reveals the characteristics of the Eneolithic
settlements and shrines and deconstructs the elu-
sive cultural traits of the Eneolithic cultic objects.
Also, Professor Mitrevski presents the cultural fea-
tures of the Bronze age, as well as Iron age as dis-
tinctive stages in the development of Proto-history
in the region of Skopje through archeological finds,
detected settlements, necropolises, cultic products,
discovered jewelry and excavated pottery, creating a
cultural map of the Early Antiquity in the territory
of Skopje and its outskirts.

Skopje from the period of 8 century B.C. until the
Late Antique epoch (6" century) which precedes the
medieval era. On the ground of the surveys, terrain
explorations and the data provided by the system-
atic archeological excavations, Viktor Lilcic Adams

Antiquity. With his encyclopedic knowledge, as well
extraordinary skill for detection of even the tiniest
particles of cultural habitation of peoples in the
centuries comprised by the Antiquity, Viktor Lilcic
Adams creates a coherent story on the material cul-
ture of that times with filigree precision and unsur-
passed sense for detailed narrative.

Professor Elica Maneva, in the portion of the
book dedicated to the medieval archeological and
cultural heritage, entitled Skopje and its surround-
ings in the Middle Ages, skillfully penetrates into the
mysticism of the medieval period with the help of
historic, archeological, as well as artistic sources
thus revealing the wealth of material culture from
the early stages of the Middle Ages: settlements, sa-
cral edifices, funerary rituals, types of pottery, cultic
products etc. that testify to the existence of Slavonic
population in the region of Skopje. Particular atten-
tion in this chapter related to the medieval epoch is
given to the representative samples of jewelry origi-
nating from the high medieval period discovered at
Skupi and the archeological site of Taor which re-
flect the influences of the Byzantine metropolises,
as well as the manners of the local craftsmanship’s
production. The stage of the Late Middle Ages is his-
torically and archeologically documented by Profes-
sor Maneva through the literary sources and terrain

tiated with exciting archeological stories on their
character, origin, usage and social significance. Be-
sides the most representative samples of medieval
jewelry discovered with the systematic excavations
of the Skopje Fortress, Professor Maneva also dis-
closes the utilized warfare mechanisms, examples
of weaponry, utilitarian objects, ceramic recepta-
cles, glass tableware and much more - all in context
of a dynamic archeological story illustrated with
a great number of artifacts and carefully selected
painterly sources and depictions.

Professor Elizabeta Dimitrova created the
last chapter of this book entitled The Artistic Pro-
duction of Medieval Skopje, dedicated to the sacral
monuments from the period 6" -15™ century, using
the chronological methodology and her well-known
socio-cultural approach to the analysis and evalu-
ation of the architectural and painterly ensembles
from the Byzantine era. Within her creative input
to this monograph, Elizabeta Dimitrova analyses
the architectonic conception of the edifices, pro-
gram configuration of the fresco arrangements,
iconographic construction of the painterly compo-
nents, stylistic distribution of the visual panorams
and aesthetic constellation of the works of art
comprised by the medieval artistic accomplish-
ments in the Skopje area. In that regard, she viv-
idly deconstructs the passionate emotionality of the
fresco painting in the church of Saint Panteleimon
at Nerezi, the regal character of the architecture
and the classicistic composite of the painterly en-
semble in the temple dedicated to Saint Nicetas at
Banjani. Also, she neatly discloses the dramatic
whirlpool of expressive dynamics in the creation
of the Marko’s monastery, the lavishly designed
fresco arrangement in the Virgin's temple at the vil-
lage of Kuceviste, the mannerism composite of the
architectural corpus and the ceremonial poetry of
the painting in Saint Nicholas church at Ljuboten,
the academic coherence of the murals in Andreas
monastery and so on, creating sensational historic
