Preface

Hundreds of archaeological sites have been
researched on the territory of the Republic of Macedonia
in late 20 and early 21 century. Some of them were
called “capital” research, others planned, long-term and
systematic excavations, still others have the status of
preventive with a protective regime due to infrastructural
and earth work on the ground, part of them were
discovered through expert field surveys, however there
are still some sites that are targeted by illegal diggers
who are trying to find “hidden treasures” that suggests
illegal trade.

The number of movable findings amounts to
hundreds of thousands, from the huge amount of
study material to exclusive examples of state-of-the-
art archaeological artifacts from all stages of people’s
existence in these areas.

Archaeological documents, mainly, keep pedantic
records of data about their discoveries. Media, public
outlets and social networks publish details about these
discoveries almost daily. This somewhat satisfies the
interests of the broader public, however, scientifically-
based articles, analyses and debates, monographs and
other reference publications require lengthy and vigorous
research so that their numbers cannot objectively
correspond with the newly discovered materials.

Archaeology is not and must not be an ephemeral
occurrence. Surveys, excavations, then conservation
and presentation of movable and immovable objects
are actions which will lose their credibility if they are
not verified with adequate expert interpretation before
the public. They would undoubtedly transform into
anachronistic oral legends and not into part of global
humanistic insights.

These trends and global experiences lead us
to believe that this unfavourable situation could be
overcome by establishing a publication whose name

Approximately 1 km on the south-east of the
village of Dupjacani, Prilep, a low and mostly rocky hill
rises, known as Mal Surun or Orlov Kamen. This hill is
actually an ending northern extension of Surun, quite a
taller hill that spreads toward south, in direction of the
neighbouring village of Gorno Selo. The archaeological
complex present there bears the name of the hill Surun
in all relevant literature. Beside the acropolis on the Mal
Surun hill, this complex encompasses “Ispraena Plo¢a”
and “Tumba”, where seven rock-cut, so called, Macedonian
Tombs are positioned, as well as the open wide flat field
toward west, where architectonic remains and movable
archaeological finds (fragments of prehistoric and ancient
pottery, and numismatic material) were found with field
survey. It is assumed that on the wider space between
the two villages, the ancient settlement of Kolobaisa
existed. One part of the Kolobaisa monuments, probably
with sacred character, was located on the flat plateaus
(around the monastery of “Dormition of the Mother of

God"), bellow the dominant peak Zlatovrv - Treskavec
that sweeps from the south side of the lower area. The
cross on the monastery’s church roofing is embedded
in an ancient marble block bearing an inscription that
mentions the temple of Artemis in the settlement of
Kolobaisa.

On the acropolis on the Mal Surun hill (fig. 1)
remains of walls and building ceramics and pottery are
visible on the surface, as well as many rocks that were
chiselled and adapted to fit to the buildings. In 2016 and
2017 NI Bureau for Protection of Cultural Monuments
and Museum - Prilep started archaeological rescue
excavations with an aim to gather more precise data
regarding the cultural content of the site. Excavation
was performed on a few locations, whereby remnants
of buildings were revealed, and research was conducted
also around two rocks with more specific forms as result
of human intervention. In this article we present the
buildings revealed on the acropolis of the hill.

Archaeological probes were placed on two
locations, one on the southern plateau and the other
on the western ending part of the central plateau. The
Southern plateau’s probe, with dimensions of 5 x 5 m,
was expanding toward south and east so as to follow the
revealed architectural finds, while the other probe did not

expand to its initial dimensions of 6 x 4 m and remained as
such. Inboth of the probes remains of ancient Macedonian
period buildings were found, and above them, remains of
buildings constructed in the Early Roman Imperial Period
(fig. 2, fig.3).

The Roman period building on the southern
plateau had longer life span i.e. up to the 4th century AD.
The late Macedonian period buildings had insignificant
earthen floor levels above the base-rock, while in the
construction of the Roman period buildings, more layers
of levelling were formed. What is common for all of the
buildings is the usage of mud instead of mortar to bind
the finely and partly chiselled stones in to a “dry” wall. The
buildings of the Southern plateau were raised beside a
rock, which itself was vertically chiselled and customized
as part of the southern sections of walls of the structures.

The probe’s scope on both locations was
insufficient to precisely define the size, the shape and
the functional character of the revealed buildings.
More specific architectural elements were noted on the
southern plateau buildings. In the researched area of the
Late Macedonian period building, two parallel rows of
stones that formed a structure were found, while within
the Roman period building, a narrow-stone cascaded
tessellation was found. These finds insist on excluding the
possibility that the buildings had residential function.

the pottery shards with recognizable shapes from the
relevant period (fig. 4). Other notable Macedonian period
finds are: a ceramic lamp of “Ephesus” type (fig.5.1), two
terracotta applications, male and female figure (fig.5.2.),
perforated bone tool (fig. 5.3) and a bronze coin of Filip
V. Two bronze coins of the autonomous cities of Pela and
Thessalonika, are confirming the end of existence of the
Macedonian buildings in the middle of the 2" century
B.C. On the other hand, among the significant finds
from the Early Roman Imperial Period are the bronze
arrowheads (fig. 5.4), and a representative fibula with
rhomboid body, stylized lion's head and lower part in a
shape of a peacock. (fig.5.5). Also, two bronze coins of the
autonomous Macedonian cities have been found. One of
Amphipolis, coined during the ruling of Augustus, and
the other one of Dionysia, coined in the time of Tiberius.
From the Late Roman Period, a bronze needle-hair pin
(fig. 5.6), spatula (fig.5.7) and iron tool with sharp bended
endings, have been found. Three bronze coins of this
period have been found, from Constantine Il (URBS ROMA
type), Valentinian I and Arcadius.

The third location on the Mal Surun hill, where
architectural remains have been found is almost in
the middle of the central plateau. On the surface of
one elongated rock with orientation west-east and
approximate length of 25 meters, contours of wall
architecture could be noted. The area was divided in five
segments (separated lengths of 5 m each) and two of
them were excavated, Segment 2 and Segment 3. A very
shallow layer of soil was evidenced, so the architectural
remains, walls built without usage of mortar, with the
technique of “dry wall”, appeared right below the ground’s
surface (fig. 6; fig. 7).

Two late Macedonian buildings were recorded,
built one next to another and on the rock itself. From
the western building Wall 1 is preserved, with orientation
SW-NE and length of 4.05 m, and Wall 2, with orientation
NW-SE, thus the both walls are constituting the building’s
interior north-eastern corner. The average width of Wall
1is 0.75 m and preserved in four rows of stones at its
maximum, while the Wall 2 is preserved in two parts, one
with length of 1.20 m and width of 0.7, then a part with
a length of 1.15 m was destroyed, after which it appears
again, constituted of two massive stones with a total
length of 0.80 m.

From the eastern Late Macedonian building, a
small portion of a wall is preserved, parallel to the Wall

2 of the western building, with length of 2.70 m and
average width of 0.75 m. In continuance of the wall’s
remains, toward north-west, five small elongated dents
were noted on the rock, as well as three dents spreading
toward north-east under a right angle, identical with the
previous ones. One stone of the lowest row of stones
from the building was lifted and an identical dent was
evidenced bellow it. It was ascertained that in these dents
the stones of the lowest row of the walls were embedded,
helping the walls to gain stable base. With the revealing
of these dents on the rock’s surface, the position of the
inner north-western angle of the building was evidenced,
as well as the fact that the building was spreading toward
north-east. The building had its end before one vertically
cut rock, with chiselled stairs and small platform on its
top (fig. 8). However, because of the limited research
funds, the building was not excavated in this direction.

Not many pottery sherds were found within both
of the buildings; however, those that were evidenced
allowed the buildings to be dated in the late Macedonian
period.

Between these two buildings, on a slightly higher

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elevation a compactly formed curved platform or a wall
made of one row of delicately carved stones was found,
having an approximate length of 2.05 m and width of 0.4
m. Although no moveable finds were discovered around it,
the premise is that it was built a bit later than the other
two buildings.

A third architectural find, important to get a
better picture of the cultural stratigraphy of this space
encompasses the few relatively shallow recessions in the
rock. They are either oval or rounded and some of them
are connected with tiny carved channels while in two of
them traces of extensive burning were registered. Beside
the small quantity of the pottery shards that have been
found, their characteristics make them very important.
Those are fragments of coarse ceramics that could be
dated to the Bronze Age.

According to the position, which is an isolated
rock with a wide flat surface and in dominant point in the
central plateau, when it comes to the architectural finds
described above, one can assume that they had a ritual
function in their time. In any case, we can exclude their
residential status with high reliability.
