The archaeological site of Gradiste in Mlado
Nagoricane (y=75715, x=46709) is located in the
fields between the villages of Makres and Mlado
Nagoricane, in the municipality of Staro Nagoricane.
It is situated over the eponymous hill, to the north
of the bridge on the P¢inja and near the main road
Kumanovo - Kriva Palanka. The hill itself is located
near the left bank of the P¢inja. A dirt road leads to
its southern slope, splitting from the asphalted road
Vojnik - Bajlovce. The road had been in use during
the existence of stables on the foot of the site, run by
the cooperative of the village of Makres, but it was
also used by the Yugoslav army and the near quarry.
These two caused a serious damage to the archaeo-
logical site.

A smaller ravine spreads to the eastern side
of the site, falling from the village of Strnovac, a
ravine which has been used by the villagers for ir-

rigation of the fields near the P¢inja. Parts of the
ravine are still filled with water. On the northern
side, another small ravine separates this one from
the Sreden Rid hill, while there are small hills and
fields from the west. Nowadays, the site is most eas-
ily accessible through this western side. However, in
the period of use of the archaeological site, the ac-
cess to the site most probably followed the referred
dirt road, spreading from the south to the west side
of the site. Therefrom, it climbed slightly towards
the western forehead of the settlement and through
some cleared paths through the rock, it emerged on
the settlement’s plateau, spreading over its south-
ern half. Beside the relatively low altitude of the hill
(383.1 m), because of the mild slopes that follow the
flow of the Pcinja, it communicated visually with
the archeological sites to the west (Kostoperska Kar-
pa) and to the south (Kaljiste - village of Strezovce,
Gradiste - village of Gradiste). However, due to the
specifics of the relieg, the visibility of the site is de-
creased to the north and east of the site.

The archaeological site is known in the litera-
ture mostly from the archaeological surveys. Z. Geor-
giev published it under the name Gradiste - Makres,
giving the preliminary stratigraphic sequence of the
site (finds from the Eneolithic, Bronze Age, Iron Age
and Classical - Paeonian period) pointing to a devel-
oped settlement from the Classical and the Hellen-
istic period (3. Teoprues, Tpu npegpiuMcKy Hacenou
Kpaj [Tunma, lomuinen 300pHUK Ha Oumo3ohcKUOT
dakynrer Bo Ckomje, 0p. 17-18, Ckomje 1990-1991,
I'paguurre - Makpern, 94-97, ITna# 2, cn. 4-6.). These
findings were made more comprehensive by Vic-
tor Lil¢i¢ through his extensive review of the site,
at the same time, publishing a depot of 13 coins of
Audoleon (2 of them tetradrachms, 1 didrachm and
10 drachmae). The author also made an attempt of
indicating a temple as a highest altitude point of the
site, thus determining the ethnic belonging of the
population of the settlement as Agrianian (http://
www.reper.net.mk/2013/03/29/eden-agrijansko-pa-
jonski-grad-na-pcinja-kumanovsko/).

The archaeological excavations were con-
ducted between 2014 and 2017, as part of a flagship
project of the Government of the Republic of Mac-
edonia (permission holder - NI Museum Kumanovo,
project leader M. Jovanov) and were aimed at explo-
ration of the highest area of the archaeological site.
Although not published vet, the excavations result-
ed in extraordinary finds - structures with mortar
lime walls were excavated, Ionic capitals and bases
were found, as well as drainage systems for the at-
mospheric water on the acropolis, as well as large
quantities of pottery imported from the South. It is
evident that the buildings suffered in a strong fire,
which was, according to some assumptions, related
with the Gaelic invasion of 280-279, while our as-
sumptions are that the settlement suffered a bit
later during the Dardanian incursions of Macedonia
(3-2 century B.C.)

The 2018 excavations were using a probe, fol-
lowing previously set square grid, and were aimed
at gaining new finds for the site through probing on
different locations. For that purpose, the already
researched highest part of the site was excavated
(as well as the south and south-western sides of the

researched area) - with the use of probe 18-18 and
18-20; the lower rock terrace of the northern edge
of the settlement was researched - with probe 18/19
(19a and 19b); as well as the space between these two
areas - with the use of probes 21/18 and 22/18.
Probe 18/18 (sq. 4E) was placed app. 3 m to
the west of probe 14/17, having dimensions of 5x5
m. Similar to other cases evidenced on this part of
the site, it was noted that the last layer of existence
had been burned, too. Unlike the rest of the probes,
where the walls of the premises were built with few
rows of stones in the lower zone and bricked walls
above them, here an intervention in the cliff itself
was noted, a small room cut inside the cliff. The
room has not been fully excavated but there is an
entrance partition (app. 80 cm wide) and it is fenced
by a cut-rock (southern wall: 2 m. long, app. 40 cm
wide / northern wall: 2 m long, app. 60 cm wide).
On the inside, it was coated in raw mortar, in a
manner which makes it distinctive from the other
rooms found in the highest zone of the site. On the
northern rock-wall there is a stone that was sup-
posed to level the inner face of the wall. The floor
(381.81 m of altitude) of the rock-cut room was rela-
tively shallow in relation to the ground level (382.42
m of altitude) and it represents a leveled cliff coat-
ed with soil. The rock-cut room was covered with
tegulae which are now scattered and fragmented all
through the floor of the rock-cut room. The cliff is

polished on the south side of this rock-cut room, as
well. There is a higher concentration of fallen im-
brices and tegulae over there, as well as a fragment
of an anta capital which indicates the existence of a
covered entrance. A larger finely processed stone
with unknown function was found in the middle of
the probe (382.31 m of altitude). The movable finds
(echinus, a lid, weights, fragments of pottery), indi-
cate that this part of the probe was used for living
as well. Traces of fire are visible throughout the
probe’s surface.

Probe 20/18 (square. 5D) was set up on the
same terrace as 18/18, app.7 m to the west of probe
15/17, on the southern half of the acropolis part of
the site, toward the south-western corner of the
area, and with dimensions of 5 x 5 m. Here, as we
move toward the south, the hill is steeper, leading
to a more explicit erosion.

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son why the classical horizon is almost not present
here. It is preserved only up to an altitude of 380.65
m, mostly in the eastern part, which is the higher
part of the probe. We assume that there were no
significant architectural interventions within the
probe’s area in the Classical period, hence the layer
is noticeable only in a form of white deposit of mor-
tar and soil mixture. In the south-western corner
of the probe there is a coating of ochre coloured
compacted earth (altitude of 380.03 m), only a few
centimetres below the recent layer.

From the eastern to the western side of the
probe the ground layers were in a cascade forma-
tion, probably since the Iron Age. The Iron Age ho-
rizon has been relatively well preserved in a form
of a grey dusty earth. In the middle of the probe
(altitude 380.47 m), larger stones were scattered
(-North-South direction), probably remnants of
a former wall. Pieces of wattle and daub with im-
prints of wooden structure can be noted as well.
Two pits can be clearly distinguished. They are
fenced with stones, probably represent post-holes.
Towards the southern profile, traces of a the lower
part of a pithoi could be remarked, which has been
partially covered with the ochre coating from the
south-western corner. This type of pottery is typical
for the full Iron Age along the stream of the P¢inja,
with channeled wreaths on the rim and decorated
with radlo’.

Probe 19/18 (square 14-13G) had dimensions
of 6 x 6 m., and it was set up in the middle of the
northern edge of the site. The indicator for setting
up the probe on this location were the few stairs
carved into a rock, with a north - south direction,
leading to a flattened terrace, where the probe
was set up. The situation around this probe was
completely different from the results of the other
excavated probes on the site. The solid buildings
and stone walls noted in the other probes were
absolutely lacking here. Instead, the bedrock was
reached, which was most protruding in the middle
and spreading from north-west towards south-east
direction (2.8 m.).

ventions could be noted - flattened peaks (alt. of
369.42-369.37 m), channels in the rock (alt. of 368.74
m) and similar. Among the artifacts there were few
ceramic weights - astragals and pyramidal, as well
as large quantity of fragmented pottery from the
Iron Age, the Classical and Hellenistic period with-
out any stratigraphic order. Beside the large quanti-
ty, the fragments alone do not help the reconstruc-
tion of the whole vessel - it seems that the other
fragments were either scattered or used only within
a narrow space during longer period of time. The
situation was very similar to some mountain sanc-
tuaries (Kokino, as a best example), so the probe was
enlarged (19a, 19b) by 2.5 x 2 m. and 1.5 x 5 m, respec-
tively.

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carved stairs, while 19b was set up as a parallel to
it. Probe 19a showed that the assumptions for the
usage of the space for ritual activities are probably
correct. The stairs were leading to a terrace (alt.
of 369.30 m) with a layer of small river pebbles (alt
369.11 m) that formed a smaller platform with a di-
ameter of about 1 m. To the north of this platform,
there were smaller pits, as post-holes, but without
any traces of roof structure around them. In one
of the pits (alt. 368.75 m) the back part of a molded
ceramic figurine was found (naked, female - hiero-
dule?) and bottom part of another moulded object
(ceramic lamp or a base for a figurine). To the east
of this probe, in 19b, there was a bigger presence of
stones already, forming low and unstable sub-wall
(alt. of 369.15 m), while in the eastern profile there
were fragments of pithoi and tegulae.

On the terrace between the probes 18.20/18
and 19/18, a trial probe was set up, 21/18 (square 8E).
This trial probe had dimensions of 5x5 and the bed-
rock was reached very soon. On certain spots the
bed-rock was flattened and customized for walking
(alt of 374.95 m). In the north-east corner, the front
part of a chiselled stone appeared (alt. 375.25 m),
which was a reason for opening a new probe 22/18
(square 8D).

Probe 22/18 has dimensions of 5x2.5 m, and
it was aimed at uncovering the structure to which
the referred stone belonged. It turned out that the
stone was a part of a massive wall with a thickness
of 70-75 cm, built of big square blocks (4 discovered,
with an average: length of 90 cm, width of 70-75 cm,
height of 30 cm) with south-western/north-east-
ern direction (375.25-375.26). It was excavated at a
length of 3.62 m and it split the probe in half. The
rock (374.99) on which the wall is placed is located
in the western half - over the rock there were fallen
tegulae, probably from the roof of the building that
the wall belonged to. On the eastern half, on the
other hand, the rock was flattened and coated with
compacted soil (alt. of 375.20 m) - an indicator for
the inner side of the building. Regarding the char-
acter of the building, it should be pointed out that
one of the strongest masonry found on the site is in
question, and because of this it can be assumed that

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this was a representative building, today preserved
only in the foundations. Despite the fact that these
stone blocks were found in secondary usage or in
the older layers of the site, the items found in the
building can be preliminary dated in the Hellenistic
period, pointing to a longer usage.

The 2018 research on the archaeological site
of Gradiste - Mlado Nagoricane provided fresh in-
sight concerning the use of the site itself. It is evi-
denced that in the highest sections rock-cut struc-
tures exist (18/18), as well as traces of Iron Age usage
of the site (20/18). In the lower rock terrace, there
are notable interventions in the bed-rock, pointing
to possible ritual activities (19, 19a, 19b/18), while
in the space between these two locations, there is
a massive wall of big stone blocks (22/18), part of a
representative building that would be researched as
part of future excavations.
