In the course of the months of July and Au-
gust 2020, archaeological research was conducted
at the sites of Staro Bon¢e and Pavla Cuka near the
village of Podmol in the area of Prilep (Fig.1). This
research was a continuation of last-year’s research
(JakmmoBcku u Temenkocku 2019, 63-74). The pro-
ject is a programme activity of the Institute of Art
History and Archaeology at the Faculty of Philoso-
phy at the University of Ss Cyril and Methodius -
Skopije, in cooperation with the NI Institute and
Museum - Prilep and supported by the Ministry of
Culture of the Republic of North Macedonia. The
field research was conducted under the guidance
of professor Antonio Jakimovski, PhD, deputy head
Dusko Temelkoski, archaeologist and curatorial
advisor at the NI Institute and Museum - Prilep,
with the archaeologist and curator Olivera Bogati-
noska and archaeologist and conservator Vladimir

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Krsteski from the NI Institute and Museum - Prilep
being part of the team.

The 2020 excavations continued at the pla-
teau of the western side of the open part of the
dromos of the monumental tomb of the Early An-
tiquity, a unique one of its kind in our country (Fig.1)
(JTwmunk Apamc u Jakumoscku 2015, 34-40; Jakimo-
vski and Temelkoski 2018, 211-220). The medieval
graves (11" century) were a key significant finding in
2019, because for the first time we obtained knowl-
edge that this area had been used for burial even in
the medieval period, i.e. much later than the time
of building of the tomb at the turn of the 4" and 3
century BC.

With the placement of Probe 2 with dimen-
sions of 3 m in the west-east direction and 4.30 m
in the north-south direction, the upper recent layer
of vegetation was cleared, and then with the first
excavations, a certain altitude levelling was formed
at the surface of the designated research area. The
excavation continued down to the depth that was
reached in the past year, in order to obtain a clearer
picture down to that level (Fig.2).

This year’s excavations uncovered the west-
ern crosswise side of Grave 13 that entered the west-
ern profile of the researched space and was there-
fore left undiscovered during the 2019 research. It

was formed by two slab-like and one amorphous
stone, with a 0.44 m length. This discovery helped
define the dimensions of the grave structure - 2.10
m, and also confirmed the length of 0.56 m. (Fig.3).
This grave presented quite valuable moveable finds
of jewellery: bronze earring in the shape of a hoop
and three silver rings manufactured in the filigree
technique and with granulation (Plate I, 2, 3, 4, 5).
The specifics of these finds helped date the grave
in the early 11" century (JakumoBcku 1 TeMenKocKu
2019, 70, 71). The other grave discovered during the
2019 campaign, marked as Grave 12, was dated in
the same period, taking into consideration the same
orientation of the grave: northeast-southwest and
also, the fact that it was discovered at the same lev-
el. The discovery of two bronze earrings in the form
of hoops, identic to the hoop registered in Grave 13
additionally substantiated its dating.

In 2020, two more graves have been discov-
ered, which, according to the location and construc-
tion, as well as according to the finds, have also been
dated in the 11" century. The grave marked as Grave
14 has a northeast-southwest orientation and is po-
sitioned in the end part of the researched space, i.e.
at about 1.10 m to the south of the perimeter wall
that surrounds the tomb. When it comes to the al-

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titude, it is placed at somewhat lower level than the
above mentioned graves. It is partly preserved, i.e.
in the south longitudinal side, which is formed by
three smaller stones with a 0.82 m length and the
west transversal side which is formed by a single
slab-like stone with a 0.22 m length (Fig.4). Tak-
ing into consideration the small dimensions of the
structure, as well as the number of skull fragments
found, this is probably a child burial. Other than the
rare bone remnants, no other moveable finds have
been registered in the grave.

Grave 15 was discovered at about 1.80 m to
the southwest of this grave. Four roof stone slabs
placed transversally were preserved out of this
grave, with orientation of west-east (Fig.5). The
slab covering the head of the deceased was missing.
A length of 1.90 m and a width of 0.85 m have been
measured. After lifting the roof slabs, a trapezoid
form of the structure was registered, also formed
by stone slabs. The narrowing from the west to the
east is partial and due to the slanting of the closing
stone slabs of the north side under the pressure of
the soil. The grave structure had external length
of 1.85 m and internal length of 1.77 m. The south
longitudinal side was formed by a longer stone slab
with 1.50 m length and a width of 12 cm and one
smaller slab, which is 0.40 m long and 10 cm wide.

two stone slabs, the longer one with 1.55 m length
and 16 cm width, and the smaller one with 0.25 m
length and 12 cm width. The east transversal side
is formed by a vertical fixated, almost rectangular
stone slab with a 0.25 m length and 10 cm width,
whereas the west transversal side is also formed
by a stone slab with a longer length of 0.60 m, but
is less wide by only 4 cm. It was stated that this
grave lies at almost identical altitude with graves

part of the structure, at a depth of about 0.40 m
revealed the skeletal remains of the deceased. The
head in the western wider final part of the struc-
ture was mildly lowered to the north, whereas the
ribs, the arms and the pelvis were preserved in rar-
er fragments (Fig.6). When it comes to moveable
finds, only a small ceramic jug was revealed near
the left pelvis (Fig.7, Plate II). The jug has a neck
which tightens in its middle part and extends to-
wards the elongated semispherical body, the lower
part of which looks like it has been cut with the
flat bottom. From the rim of the jug, which is of
the oinohoe ancient type of jugs, a ribbon-shaped
handle begins and ends on the shoulder, decorated
with shallow, parallel and horizontal flutings. It is
brown, 13.8 cm long and the widest perimeter of
the body is 10.6 cm. According to the form and the
decoration, this find is dated in the medieval pe-

riod, i.e. in the 11" century, and this also helps date
the grave itself (bopucos 2002, 117, 118, o6p. 91).
Just as the structure discovered last year,
this year, too, a structure was discovered, the pur-
pose of which cannot be defined. It was erected
at about 0.40 m to the southeast of Grave 15, and
its form is irregularly circular with dimensions of
2.48 m / 2.34 m (Fig.8). Its walls were built of nicely
chiselled stones, some with slab-like form, and
the largest preserved height is of 0.30 m, i.e. up to
four rows of stones. In the south-western part, the
partitioning was interrupted, whereas in the end
northeast part, the structure was interrupted with
two parallel rows of stones (most of them with
slab-like form), with an orientation of west-east.
These rows have almost identical lengths of 0.90
m, whereas the partitioned space between them is
0.22 m wide. They look like the longitudinal sides

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of a smaller grave which later partially devastated
the structure. But, taking into consideration that
neither the transversal partition sides have been
discovered, nor the level of foundation has been de-
fined, it is impossible to say with certainty whether
this was a burial.

In the partitioned area in the framework
of the structure, an embankment was registered,
mixed with smaller amorphous stones and numer-
ous fragments of roof ceramics, probably demol-
ished segments (Fig.9). These phenomena incite us
to think that the structure used to be higher and
covered. The presence of many pieces of baked and
rough clay is evident (Fig.10), pointing out to the
possibility that fire-related activities were con-
ducted here. The found fragment of ribbon-shaped
handle from a bigger jug with two longitudinal
flutings and iron knife blade indicate the initial
chronological determination of the structure in
the later Roman period (Plate III, 1, 2). The possible
new finds that would result from depth excavation
in a future research campaign would either con-
firm or reject this supposition and would help in
the determination of its purpose.

When it comes to places that were primar-
ily used as burial area, it is typical to register a
small number of moveable finds in the free space
between the graves and the structure. However,
a number of more specific finds can be singled
out. One fragment of each of the two ceramic
jugs with a similar decoration of parallel hori-
zontal flutings, as well as the fragment of the
ribbon-shaped handle that starts from the rim,
profiled with indentation (Plate III, 3, 4, 5) could
be included in the late Antiquity. The ceramic
jug with quite thin walls, made of insufficiently
clean clay (Plate III, 6) could be dated in the me-
dieval period (11" century). Four of its fragments
have been preserved, two of which belong to the
circular, profiled and indented bottom with but-
ton-like protrusion on the lower side.

The 2020 research at the Pavla Cuka site
confirmed the knowledge obtained in the previ-
ous year that in the area of the west side of the
dromos of the tomb of the early Antiquity, a ne-
cropolis existed in the medieval period, i.e. in
the 11" century. The two newly discovered graves
have the same orientation as the graves regis-
tered in 2019, and the ceramic jug found in Grave
15 indubitably defined the dating. The number
of specific fragments of ceramic jugs (the two
ribbon-shaped handles and the fragments deco-

rated with shallow horizontal flutings) that were
found in the free area, although not numerous,
still point out to the use of the plateau even in
the period of the late Antiquity. The research
of the previous years at the area to the east of
the dromos of the grave discovered a number of
graves, as well as moveable finds of coins and ce-
ramic material from this period of the late An-
tiquity (JImmuuk Agamc u JakumoBcku 2015, 34-40;
Jakimovski and Temelkoski 2018, 216, 217). In the
future, it is planned to continue with the depth
excavation, and thus we are expecting to obtain
data of earlier stages in the Roman period and
period of the early Antiquity in the framework of
the described space.
